	Q 4 - Who organises training – d) other system

	Norfolk Island Bar Association
	Although we do not have post-graduate training as such on Norfolk Island since the federal government forced the closure of the university by threatening staff with criminal sanctions, members of the bar do attend courses in other jurisdictions (many of our members practise overseas as well as on the Island).

	Uganda Law Society
	Much as mandatory pre-professional  training is conducted by an organisation (the Law Developmnetn Centre), which is a post graduate law school offering a structured post-graduate bar course to LLB holders, this body is separate from the bar (law society). On the otherhand, post-bar training (or CLE), is organised and many times conducted/ facilitated by the national Bar (Uganda Law Society) and this can be done in conjunction with other bars, - regional (East Africa Law Society, EALS) or foreign local, national, regional and international (e.g Huddersfield Law Socity, Law Society of Englad&Wales, Canadian Bar Association, or even the IBA). 

Nowadays, both pre-bar(graduate LLB), bar (bar course for a Diploma in Legal practice) and post-bar training (CLE) are all mandatory.

	The Finnish Bar Association
	There doesn't exist a post graduate training for the future lawyers in Finland. Instead a person who wants to become a member of the Finnish Bar Association has to work  after having a law degree for 4 years in a judicial field and of these 4 years two years in a law firm as an assistant for lawyers. Furthermore he or she has to pass a written bar exam and a one day course arranger by the Finnish Bar Association.

	German Bar Association
	The training (Referendariat) is organised by the state. Each of the 16 federal states organises its own legal training.

	Madrid Bar Association
	The training may be organised within the bar association, the University or other institutions (included Law firms)
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	New York State Bar Association International Section
	Law school LL.M programs and continuing legal education programs required by the state courts for all lawyers throughout their careers.  There are special requirements for lawyers in their first 2 years of practice.

	Tanganyika Law Society
	Training is Organized by the Law School of Tanzania, body established by an Act of Parliament.

	The Swedish Bar Association
	Among the requirements for membership are:
• Domicile in Sweden or another country within the European Union, the European Economic Area, or Switzerland,
• Passed proficiency examination required for competency to a judge’s office – i.e. in Sweden,a jur. kand. (LL.B.) degree,
• Minimum five years’ experience of practising law, the applicant offering legal services to the public at the time of application,
• Passed the Swedish Bar Examination after completing the mandatory training courses,
• Reputation for integrity, and also otherwise considered suitable for the legal profession.


	The Norwegian Bar Association
	All members of the Norwegian Bar Association are obliged to attend at least 80 hours of post-qualifying education during a period of five years. This 80 hours must consist of at least five hours post-qualifying education regarding the Code of Conduct.This courses are organised by a organisation separate from the Norwegian Bar, and the training institutions set the curriculum.

Assistent / Junior lawyers must take a mandatory course in order to get their licens to practise as a lawyer. This course has got a uniform curriculum. The training is organised by a organisation separate from the bar (but the Norwegian Bar Associaton has got shares in this Organisation, see below under section 6). The Curriculum is drawn up in cooperation between the Norwegian Bar Association and this other organisation. This course consists of both class-room training and interactive training. The duration is approximately one semseter. The assistant/junior lawyers are assessed with an written exam at the end of the course. Approximately 20 percent of the training time deals with professional ethics and their professional application. The training is usually financed by the lawyer/firm where the trainee works. The course costs $1200.
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	Netherlands Bar Association
	We organise the training, but for some parts other can ask us if they can organise it themselves. It is called exemptions (this is not accreditation)

	The Bar Council of Ireland
	Instruction is given by members of the Bar at the Honorable Society of King's Inns - Law School.

	Regional Advocate Bar Association in Warsaw
	There are two separate legal professions in Poland- advocates and legal advisors. Both professions are organized as self-governing Bars. Bars' tasks include providing professional training to junior as well as regular members.

	National Association of the Romanian Bars
	Both forms of the training of lawyers (training at the beginning of the profession and continuous training of the lawyers) are organized either within the bars or within the National Institute for the Training and the Improvement of Lawyers (INPPA) and its regional centers. INPPA is a Romanian natural person of private law, non-profit, of public interest, organized under the authority of the Council of the National Association of the Romanian Bars.

	Brazilian Bar Association - OAB
	Concerning Brazilian system, the training is performed at the two last years of the Law graduation course. It can be given by the Universities, by the Bar Association, by Lawyer's offices,and Juridical Departments recognized by the OAB. During the internship, it is mandatory to study and deal with the Professional Ethics Code. For this internship, the student receives a monetary scolarship from the responsible institution. After graduation, the student must take a professional exam, placed by the OAB, that contains 10% of its questions on the Professional Ethics Code.

Therefore, there is no specific after-graduation training for future lawyers.

	ICAB
	Training is organized by an agreement between the Bar and the Law Faculties of Public Universities.

	Law Council of Australia
	Law graduates must undertake a course of practial legal training and demonstrate competency in 10 areas before being considered eligible for admission as a legal practitioner.  A practial legal training program must comply with the National Competency Standards for Entry Level Lawyers, jointly developed by the Law Admissions Consultative Committee and the Australasian Professional Legal Education Council.

But post bar,(CLE) which most times is un or semi-structured courses/ workshops/ seminars, can be run/ facilitated by non-governmental or even commercial entities/institutions/consultants/persons but then, such a course,workshop,seminar  done with or facilitated by such a body/entity/person  need to be accrediated by the Law Council if one is to earn the requisite points for CLE.

	Japan Federation of Bar Associations
	Legal Research and Training Institute, part of the Supreme court of Japan, provides practical training for those who become judges, prosecutors and private practionners after the training.

	Tanganikya Law Society
	Law graduates are obliged to attend the Law School of Tanzania post graduate program before their enrolment. BUT the Law Society also regularly organise professional development trainings for its members.

	Norwegian Bar Association
	The Norwegian Bar Association owns, togehter with the Associaton of Norwegian Lawyers, a organisation which arrange a varity of post-qualifying educational courses

But at the end of the bar course one sits for a bar exam to quality for the Diploma in lega practice and which entitles one to petetion for enrollment as an advbocate.There is a proposal underway that irrespective of having a law degree and before one is admitted into LDC for the bar course, he sits for a separate entry exam set for garduates before they begin on the bar course . Of course at the end of the bar course one would still be required to sit for the actual bar course.  

The accrediation system for all post garduate training including CLE, is supervised by the Law Council whic is a body other than the bar and is specifically enjoined to regulate the legal profession in both training and conduct.
